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Heat: form of energy that makes matter warmer

Heat Source: anything that gives off heat- most important heat source is the sun
Heat Transfer: when heat moves from one place to another
Friction: source of heat produced when one object rubs against another
Temperature: the measure of how hot or cold an object is 
Thermometer: the instrument (tool) used to measure temperature
Fahrenheit or Celsius: a scale of temperature 
Expand: to get bigger (stretch out) - molecules (particles) of warmer objects move faster

Contract: to get smaller (come together) - molecules (particles) of cooler objects move slowly
Conductor: a material that heat moves through easily - gets hot quickly

Insulator: a material that prevents or slows down the transfer of heat- keeps hot things hot and cold things cold
Convection: when heat moves through the air from one place to another

Radiation: when heat moves through space in the form of waves, such as heat from the sun
